EPIPHANY OF THE LORD

Today we celebrate Epiphany, which means manifestation. What we celebrate is the fact
that our Lord, Jesus Christ, has come and made himself known. Jesus is the presence of
the Most High among men and he wanted all of us to know about it. It was His wish that we
all be able to approach him and receive him. Today we celebrate His desire to manifest him-
selfin us. Today is the feast of the nations and the feast of our faith

We know Jesus was born in Bethlehem of Judea during Herod’s reign. The Jews took little
interest in Jesus and Herod had only hatred. It is people from afar that come to worship:
three kings, Gaspar, Balthasar and Melchior, that we call Magi. They came from the East;
guided by a star, entered the house, found the child with Mary his mother, prostrated them-
selves, did homage, then presented him with gifts of gold, frankincense and myrrh.

Myrrh: Ancient people used myrrh to prepare the dead for burial, as the women brought
myrrh to the tomb of Jesus. Myrrh is a symbol of human vulnerability. Jesus was human,
had emotions like joy, sorrow, fear, frustration, loneliness. He was like us in everything, ex-
cept sin.

Frankincense: Ancient people used incense in their religious worship. The aroma and
smoke spoke to them of gods and divinity. Incense is a symbol of the divinity of Jesus.
Jesus always had the nature of God. Jesus is real God.

Gold: Ancient people regarded gold as king of metals and the ideal gift for a king. Jesus is
our King. By His love he established God’s kingdom on earth.

We should pay homage to Christ our king and serve Him with love, generosity and self-sacrifice.
The gifts of the Magi are symbols of our love, prayer and sacrifice.
